
FROM TRIANGLE FOLD
“FLAPPING BUTTERFLY”-1

1. Start with a Triangle Fold. Place the folded edge on the right side.

2. Pull a top layer tip (double edge point) on the left, then fold at the one 

finger width vertically along parallel to the right side folded edge. Crease 
the folded edge sharply.

“FLAPPING BUTTERFLY”-1

3. Flip the entire origami piece over. 

4. Bring the right side tip (double edge point) matches with the 

left side tip (double edge point). Crease the folded edge 
sharply.
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FROM TRIANGLE FOLD
“FLAPPING BUTTERFLY”-2

5. Hold down the tip (double edge point) of the triangle of the 
bottom layer. This is a wing. Open the upper triangle (another 
wing) gently to the right. Now the origami piece is 3D.


6. When you tap the spine of your butterfly gently, it flaps.
